1. TIF Eligible Street Projects – Supt. Naugle & Supt. Miller presented maps of   suggested street improvements within the village. After much discussion, it was decided to proceed with bid for entire project area to include areas within TIF district and to table issue until next board meeting. Baxter & Woodman to prepare MFT Resolution.

2.  DCEDC 2009 Contribution – Motion by Parker and seconded by Newberry to make annual contribution of $1250 to DCEDC and to include same in budget. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

3.  Special Event Application – President Bellah requested that “Special Event” be clearly defined and how to determine who is charged a fee and who isn’t. Attorney Puma suggested drafting an ordinance in order to enforce. Sent to Ordinance Committee for further discussion. 

4.  President Bellah indicated he had received a temporary liquor license request from the Kirkland Lions Club for the 4th of July festivities. Request is pending receipt of Dram Shop Insurance.

5.  Clerk D’Amato welcomed the new trustees to the board and indicated that she would schedule a workshop for all new trustees within the week.

6.  Pam Blickem will also schedule a TIF workshop for new trustees and any other village officials interested in attending. 

7.  Mayor Bellah raised the issue about parking on Hiawatha Drive during ball games and complaints received from residents about same. After discussion, it was sent to the Streets & Alleys committee for further consideration.
