I. Call to Order.  President Bellah called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and asked for a roll call.

II. Roll Call & Pledge of Allegiance.  Members answering present as follows: Marshall, Ford, Newberry, Parker, McMurray, and Sterling.  The pledge of allegiance was then said.

III.       Approval of Minutes.  Minutes of May 18, 2009 were presented for approval.  Motion by Newberry and seconded by Sterling to approve. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

Financial Report.  Financial Report was tabled pending recommendations from village treasurer Pat Fowler with suggestions from Blackhawk Bank & American National Bank.

1. Police.   See report dated May 2009. Chief Smith reported 3rd shift started this week for summer months. Currently utilizing auxiliary officers. Mayor to work with PD regarding Neighborhood Watch program.

2. Public Works.  See report dated May 2009. Began hydrant flushing today. Ralph Tompkins updated board on progress of 6th Street Water Main project. Still pending response for stimulus monies at 0% interest. Low interest loan funds still available. Approximately $1300 of engineering fees still left on contract. Consensus of board was to allow Baxter & Woodman to continue on project.

3. Zoning – No Report. Possible variance necessary for home addition in village, which would require a Public Hearing. Mayor Bellah requested to combine Zoning & Planning Commission. Attorney Puma to put together ordinance & present to board.

4.   Pioneer Park  No Report. Ms. Behnke indicated that lumber has been donated for construction of shelter at the Tot Park.

5.   Economic Development – No Report. Pam Blickem returned from Shopping Center conference last week. Marketed Kirkland to over 180,000 merchandisers. Current small-town interest is mostly with fast food franchises.

6.   TIF and Revolving Loan -  No Report. TIF Workshop scheduled for Thursday, June 4th at 6:00pm at Village Hall. Revolving Loan report due at end of June. Decisions regarding payback from TIF will be necessary.

1. Ordinance 09-04/Prevailing Wage Ordinance – Department of Labor has not yet published Prevailing Wage yet. Attorney Puma to notify clerk when posted. Tabled until next board meeting.

2.  Ordinance 09-05/Auxiliary Police – Chief Smith indicated that this was an opportunity to get more people on the street. After much discussion, the board decided to some minor changes in the Ordinance. Attorney Puma to review & revise. Tabled until next board meeting.

3.  Golf Cart Community – Trustee Newberry brought idea to board for consideration. After much discussion, the board declined to proceed with suggestion.

4.  Mowing in Bull Run Industrial Park – Trustee Parker concerned about height of grass in park. Mayor Bellah has already discussed this issue with Mr. Funfshin of Resource Bank. Attorney Puma to follow up with Mr. Funfshin regarding both the residential & industrial lots indicating they have until June 8th to mow all properties.

5.  Mayor Bellah indicated he would like to see a return to the village newsletter, sending out twice a year. Consensus of board was to move forward.

6.  Mayor Bellah raised issue/concern about lots at both ends of town becoming parking lots for vehicles for sale. Attorney Puma indicated that either the property owner or car owner can be cited but would require a zoning ordinance to adopt. Mayor Bellah to contact owners of both lots.

1.  Dale Miller – Indicated that maintenance on PD Durango is simple maintenance required due to constant running of engine required during working hours. Advised the board to consider replacing. Will bring to Police committee for consideration. Chief Smith complimented Dale on his hard work and attention to the police vehicles.
