Board of Trustees Regular Meeting

January 5, 2009

OFFICIAL MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  President Becker called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. and asked for a roll call.

II. Roll Call & Pledge of Allegiance.  Members answering present as follows: Bellah, Ford, Newberry, Parker, Stiegman, Wade.  The pledge of allegiance was then said.

Approval of Minutes.  Minutes of December 15, 2008 were presented for approval. Motion by Newberry and seconded by Ford to approve. On a roll call vote Ford, Parker, Bellah, Wade, and Newberry voted yes, with Stiegman abstaining.

III. Approval to Pay Bills.  The following bills  were presented for

payment.  Motion by Parker and seconded by Stiegman to authorize payment. On a roll call vote Parker, Bellah, Wade, Stiegman, and Ford voted to approve, with Newberry abstaining.

1. Police.   See report dated December 2008. Chief Smith thanked Public Works department for assistance regarding stranded motorist. Chief also thanked Police & Finance committees for their assistance on budget numbers. President Becker shared thanks to the Chief and his department for their swift actions to move squads out of flood waters. Chief requested clarification on possible conflict of interest with regards to Countryside Towing. Trustee Newberry offered explanation on how tow requests are routed through Dekalb County, and that he would no longer offer his services to the village to avoid any future conflict.

2. Public Works.  See report dated December 2008. Dept has spent 25% of their PT budget dollars for snow plowing. EPA made site visit beginning of December. No major damage from recent flood. President Becker thanked all Public Works employees for their hard work during flood. Trustee Bellah echoed sentiment. Supt Naugle reported that waste oil furnace is working very well. Rcvd one reply to Skid Steer purchase amount. Waiting for 2 more.

4.   Pioneer Park  - No Report. Question arose if Skate Park is locked in winter. Supt. Naugle indicated it wasn’t currently. Board agreed to lock skate park in winter for safety reasons. Board wanted clarification from IMLRMA on ice skating on pond and liability for village. Clerk to verify and report back. Table ordinance and signage until next general meeting.

5.   Economic Development – Pam Blickem made calls to some local businesses and sales are down. Waiting for 4th quarter reports.

6.   TIF and Revolving Loan -  Revolving Loan Fund report due at the end of January. Pam Blickem still in contact with Shapemaster regarding ongoing project.

1.   NIMS Compliance – Trustee Bellah confirmed via NIMS website that elected officials directly involved in emergency handling need to be NIMS certified, which includes but is not limited to the Mayor, Chief of Police, and Fire Department.

2.   WM Recycle Bins – Trustee Ford inquired as to when the new 35 gallon recycle bins were to be delivered. Clerk D’Amato to research and report back.

3.   Mediacom – Clerk D’Amato verified that the internet has been hooked up at Village Hall. Pending installation at Public Works building. 

4.   Trustee Newberry requested urgency with regards to Bobcat/Skid Steer purchase. After much discussion, board decided to pend decision based on financial information before going out for bid. Tabled until next general board meeting.

1.    Flooding of Treatment Plant – Trustee Newberry concerned about recurring flood events at Public Works facility. Wanted to confirm that facility plan includes long term plan for location. Clyde Wakefield of Baxter & Woodman indicated that Phase 1 of facility report should shed light on location.

2.    Signage of Public Works Vehicles – Trustees concerned about safety of Public Works vehicles and employees when snowplowing. Inquired about placing signage on vehicles to alert residents to snowplow. Attorney Puma clarified that signage on vehicles will not defer reckless behavior and was not required for liability.

3.     Braniff Communications Maintenance Agreement – Tabled until next general board meeting.

4.    Snow Removal Ordinance – Trustee Ford wanted clarification on snow ordinance as some residents are parking on unimproved surfaces during plowing. President Becker confirmed snow ordinance previously passed was exactly what was agreed upon by entire board.

5.    Clerk D’Amato stated that Economic Interest Statements from all village employees, trustees, and village president are due before May 1st. 

6.    DeKalb County Economic Development Committee is holding Economic Breakfast at Kishwaukee College on January 13th. Reservations are still being accepted until January 8th. 

7.    Public Works Superintendent Naugle thanked Police department for their assistance in removing cars from the streets during snowplowing.
