              1.   Dave Madison/G&G Sales – Mr. Madison addressed the board with his request to open Guitar & Gun shop at 522 Main Street. Concerns with shop had been previously addressed with Chief Smith in previous meeting. Board consensus was unanimous in proceeding with business.

               1. AT Cyber Contract –  Mr. Hughes of AT Cyber addressed the board with a request to form a commission to discuss the current contract proposal and then present to attorneys. Board was in favor of allowing attorneys to continue to arbitrate on the village’s behalf. Tabled until next general board meeting.

   2.  Hiawatha TIF Funds Request – After much discussion, it was decided to forward request to Finance committee for further discussion with TIF advisor, Pam Blickem. Tabled until next general board meeting.

  3.  Water Service at 6th & Main– Stark & Son had been okayed to complete repairs. Pipe has been lowered below the freeze line, and upgraded from ¾” line to 2 (two) 1” lines to each separate building. Any additional upgrades will be responsibility of resident.

  4.  Darrell Grayson Land Purchase – Resident Grayson at 506 Hortense presented to board his proposal to purchase land directly behind his property of approximately 33’6”. Board requested easement be built into any contract. After much discussion, Mayor Bellah requested all board members visit property to obtain assessment of situation. In addition, Supt. Naugle to also review with regards to water/sewer lines contingent to property. Tabled until next board meeting.

  5.  B Boxes on Main Street – Trustee Newberry requested status of issue previously addressed by board. Mayor Bellah to contact village attorney and report back to board.

Seal coating will be done on Tuesday, and patching of 6th Street on Wednesday. Mayor Bellah commended all involved with this project including Public Works employees and George & Sons, LLC.
