1.   AT Cyber Contract – Board discussed the following changes to proposed contract:

Page 5/Item 10A. Insurance – Board concerned with limits listed on contract. Attorney Puma to review & follow up. Tabled until follow up received.

2.   Hiawatha TIF Funds – Tabled until TIF report received from Pam Blickem.

3..  Dreska Driveway – After much discussion, motion by Sterling and seconded by Ford to repair driveway by grinding and applying hot patch for a one-time fix. On a roll call vote Sterling, Ford, Marshall, and McMurray voted yes, with Newberry and Parker voting no. Motion carried.

4.   Ordinance 09-12/Liquor License Amendment – Motion by Parker and seconded by Newberry to accept. On a roll call vote all present voted yes. Motion carried.

5.   Employee Health Insurance – Full Time employees met with representative from American National health insurance on September 22nd to discuss their plan. Employees to forward their preference to Finance committee for financial consideration.

6.   Water Line to Fire Department – Baxter & Woodman currently working with Fire Department to resolve Recapture issues. 

7.   State Capital Bill Grant Monies – Bill is signed but not yet currently funded. Possibly funded in the first half of 2010.

New Business.  

1.    Frank Beierlotzer/DeKalb County Local Emergency Planning  – Mr. Beierlotzer presented overview of DeKalb County Local Emergency Planning Committee. Trustee Newberry to work with Mr. Beierlotzer regarding disaster plan for village. Next meeting of DeKalb County Highway Department is October 19th at 6:30pm.

2.    Ordinance Fines – Trustee Newberry concerned with non-payment of ordinance tickets and suggested increase fines over time for non-compliance in order to be cost-effective for prosecution. Mayor Bellah and Chief Smith to arrange meeting with Genoa and Kingston Police Departments to discuss partnering.

3.    Norm Sester Water Service – Mr. Sester addressed the board with his concern over ¾” line that supplies water to both his residence and that of the Kirkland Sawmill, and that line is not low enough in ground to prevent freezing. 

4.    Water Hydrant at 6th & Main – Mr. Sester addressed the board with his dissatisfaction over the placement of the fire hydrant in front of his residence on 6th Street. After much discussion, Mayor Bellah suggested Mr. Sester meet with Public Works to resolve water line/water service. Baxter & Woodman to engineer plans for water line. Moving of fire hydrant is not possible due to placement of utility lines underneath 6th Street.
