               1. Waste Hauler Contract – After much discussion, motion by Bellah and seconded by Newberry to retain the services of Waste Management for a 5-year contract. On a roll call vote, Bellah, Wade, Newberry voted yes. Parker, Stiegman, and Ford voted No. As a result of a tie vote, President Becker cast the deciding vote as yes. Motion carried.


Trustee Parker wanted the record to reflect he adamantly opposed the vote, stating that he felt it was a bad decision by the board and that in his opinion the board had an opportunity to save the village residents almost $50,000 over the 5-year period. Trustee Ford concurred. Trustee Stiegman suggested the board accept sealed bids for next contract.

2. TIF Invoices from Hiawatha School – Ms. Demory from Hiawatha presented documentation from recent school projects including final bid sheet. Trustee Parker wanted to confirm that this request did not guarantee future TIF payments. Board agreed to pass issue to Finance committee for further consideration. Tabled until next general board meeting.

3. Fire Dept Water Exemption – As there was no representative from the Fire Department at the meeting, President Becker presented follow up info regarding impact fees. President Becker to draft letter to Fire department and Supt. Naugle volunteered to sit in on any meetings between Fire Department and Euclid company.
