Board of Trustees Regular Meeting

October 6, 2008

OFFICIAL MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  President Becker called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and asked for a roll call.

II. Roll Call & Pledge of Allegiance.  Members answering present as follows: Bellah, Newberry, Parker, Stiegman, and Wade.  The pledge of allegiance was then said.

III. Appointment of New Trustee. Motion by Wade and seconded by Stiegman to appoint Colleen Ford Village Trustee. On a roll call vote Bellah, Wade, Newberry, and Stiegman voted yes, Parker abstained. Motion carried. Ms. Ford recited the Oath of Office. 

IV. Approval of Minutes – Minutes of September 15, 2008 regular meeting were presented. Motion by Bellah and seconded by Parker to approve amended minutes. On a roll call vote all present voted yes, with Ford abstaining.
V. Approval to Pay Bills – The following bills were presented for payment. Motion by Parker and seconded by Newberry to authorize payment. On a roll call vote all presented voted yes.

1. Police.   See report dated September 2008. Chief Smith was asked to compare current volume of calls to recent years. Chief Smith indicated that County reports are available to board members if they would like to review.

2. Public Works.  See report dated September 2008. Supt. Miller obtained a couple of different quotes for pricing on stand-alone generators for Village Hall and library ranging from $15,000 -$20,000 for generator and installation. After much discussion, motion by Newberry and seconded by Bellah to hook up warning siren located at Well House #3, not to exceed $500.00. On a roll call vote all present voted yes. Board will look into solar power for future use.

3.   Zoning.  No Report. President Becker working with ICCI on pending issues. FIRM maps received, and working with Baxter & Woodman on Flood Plain Management ordinance that needs to be adopted.

4.   Pioneer Park  - No Report. Joann Behnke and Paul Stott volunteered to continue work on Park Board.

Unfinished Business

1.   2” Snowfall Ordinance – Board agreed to ban parking on village streets after 2” snowfall. Attorney Puma confirmed that signage and ordinance is required to implement. Attorney Puma to prepare ordinance and forward to clerk. Tabled until next meeting.

2.   Waste Hauler Contract – Tabled until next board meeting. 

3.   Ordinance 08-17/Nuisance Lawns – Motion by Parker and seconded by Stiegman to adopt as amended. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

4.   Model Homes Water Bills – Motion by Bellah and seconded by Newberry to zero out outstanding water bills at model homes located in Kirkwood subdivision. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

5.   Trustee Bellah requested update on status of model homes in Kirkwood subdivision. President Becker reported that Mr. Pearson is attempting to locate replacement siding for damaged home located at 703 Benham.

6.   Trustee Bellah inquired about status of committees with appointment of Trustee Ford. President Becker confirmed that Trustee Ford will fill vacancy in all committees previously held by Trustee Behnke. Trustee Ford called next Police committee meeting for October 13, 2008 at 6:00pm.

7.   Trustee Newberry inquired about the report of smoking on school grounds. President Becker to follow up with Supt. Demory.

8.   DeKalb County has been declared a federal disaster area due to recent flooding. Police and Public Works departments to put together costs for extra hours and expenses incurred due to flooding issues and submit to IEMA for possible reimbursement. 

9.   Trustee Parker asked for additional questions or input regarding $60,000 of TIF funds requested by school board. Trustees to review possible TIF invoices for payment consideration at next general board meeting. President Becker reminded the board about other TIF appropriated funds.

New Business.  

1.    Fence for Behnke Children’s Park – Public Works has received price estimates from 3 different companies, ranging from $14,000 - $16,000. After much discussion, it was decided to table the issue for further discussion.

2.    Library Impact Fee Request – Motion by Stiegman and seconded by Newberry to release impact fee funds for the library in the amount of $7830.00. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

3.    Police Special Detail – President Becker reminded board of form that is necessary, available, and needs to be completed anytime there is a special festival or need for additional police protection/coverage that would compensate village for extra police expenses.

4.    2008 TIF Road Project – Motion by Parker and seconded by Wade to accept bid proposal as presented. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

5.    2008 MFT Maintenance Program Award of Contract – Motion by Newberry and seconded by Parker to accept bid proposal as presented. On a roll call vote all present voted to accept.
