4.   Library Request of Impact Fees – Motion by Bellah and seconded by Boettger to release Library Impact fee monies. On a roll call vote all present voted yes. Attorney Puma confirmed that Impact Fee money can be used for capital improvements.

5.   Treasurer’s Duties – Tabled to next general board meeting of November 19, 2007 when Treasurer Fowler is present.

6.   Noise Ordinance – Trustee Bellah requested information on adopting ordinance for Village of Kirkland. Attorney Puma to follow up.

7.   North Street Issue – Supt. Naugle has talked to ICCI but not had a response yet. Follow up at next general board meeting.

8.   Codification of Village Code - Clerk D’Amato presented all information received from all three codification companies for review by the trustees and mayor. Decision tabled until next general board meeting.

9.   Baxter & Woodman Status Report – Clyde Wakefield is continuing to work on ICCI comments related to Subdivision Ordinance. Three copies of initial draft will be distributed to Trustees Newberry and Miller, and Supt. Naugle. Attorney Puma suggested Reimbursement Fees section be separate from Subdivision ordinance.

Attorney Puma to look into possible extension to legislation for restaurants/bars. Vote tabled until next general board meeting.
