Fence issue was tabled until end of current fiscal year, where it will be sent back to finance committee for discussion at budget talks.

2.   508 South Street Approach – Trustee Wade reported that recent improvements made to this approach by village was due to safety issue. Resident is complaining that approach is now too difficult to transverse. After much discussion surrounding cost liability, the board deferred the item to the Streets & Alley committee for further review.

3.   School Board Meetings – Trustee Newberry reported on meetings he has already attended. Next facilities meeting is scheduled for December 19, where engineers will be submitting additional plans for school addition.

4.   NIMS Classes/Compliance – Trustee Newberry suggested again that all board members become NIMS certified so that grant monies from IEMA can be applied for. Clerk D’Amato to research & respond back to board.
