Comments From Floor
               1.  Matt Dyson – Inquired as to availability of village ordinances on the internet site. Expressed concern over recent snowplowing effectiveness, and requested feedback on Hiawatha Development Corporation previous development.

               2.  Bob Fleury requested comments from Trustees regarding moving his project forward with suggestion from Baxter & Woodman to connect project with current village water/sewer facilities. President Becker indicated that due to the fact that Mr. Fleury’s previous engineering invoices remained unpaid in addition to his October 30, 2006 request to withdraw his participation in his proposed project that he would need to resubmit project proposal and go before Planning/Zoning board prior to coming to village board. 

               3.  Supt Naugle – Recent EPA audit went fine. Original construction permit for well #3 indicated need for backup generator which village has until September 2008 to comply or request extension. Polyphosphate cost has risen 18%,  Fluoride cost has risen 14%. Received SOC waiver and sent it off which will result in savings of  approximately $2000 on well #3 testing.
