I. Call to Order.  President Becker called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. and asked for a roll call.

III. Approval of Minutes.  Minutes of September 17, 2007 regular meeting were presented.  Motion by Bellah and seconded by Newberry to approve amended minutes.  On a roll call vote, Bellah, Miller, Newberry voted to approve, with Boettger and Stiegman abstaining.

6.   TIF and Revolving Loan -  No Report.  TIF reports are almost complete. Some discrepencies in previous Revolving Loan reports that Pam Blickem is working to rectify.
