Resolutions, Ordinances and Miscellaneous Business


1.  Shapemaster TIF Agreement – Pam Blickem presented the following recommendation from Shapemaster regarding the purchase of Lot 2 in Bull Run. 

Motion by Boettger and seconded by Miller to support TIF proposal. On a roll call vote all present voted yes. 

Pam Blickem to draft agreement for review by both village and Shapemaster attorneys.

Scheduled Speakers

1. Nancy Harris/National MS Society – Ms. Harris presented information regarding upcoming bike event that will run through Kirkland on Sunday, June 22, 2008. Board unanimously agreed to the proposed route and offered any assistance to MS Society.

Unfinished Business
  1. Waste Oil Furnace – Supt. Naugle obtained 4 additional quotes for purchase of standard gas furnace ranging in price from $1500-$1800. Lanart agreed to hold $500 rebate for village towards purchase of waste oil furnace. 

Motion by Newberry and seconded by Miller to purchase waste oil furnace not to exceed $4100. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.  

Trustees Newberry and Bellah to draft collection procedures and safety requirements for collection of oil.

  2.  Zoning for Downtown Business/Residential – Anna from ICCI indicated that the board needs to address zoning code to allow residential in downtown business district. Board is in favor of ordinance to establish commercial use only on first floor of building. 

Motion by Bellah and seconded by Behnke to have Anna from ICCI draft ordinance. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

Clerk D’Amato to work with Anna regarding Public Hearing Notification requirements. Final determination to be in April, 2008. Pam Blickem indicated that all funds associated with these changes will be TIF eligible.

  3.  Old Copier – Clerk D’Amato indicated that Kirkland Historical Society is interested in copier and will work with Clerk D’Amato to remove from Mayor’s office.

  4.  Trustee Newberry working on grant for additional warning sirens and requested funds from Village of Kirkland to be put towards grant money. Fire Department and Kirkland Lions club were also contacted regarding request for funds. Pam Blickem indicated that there is a possibility that the purchase of a new siren would be TIF eligible if new siren is located in the TIF district. Trustee Newberry to follow up and report back.

  5.  Trustee Newberry requested police department assistance in pursuing vehicles parked on grass and unapproved areas within village/residential areas. Trustee Newberry to follow up with Chief Smith.

  6.  Trustee Boettger expressed frustration and concern that picnic tables in park have not yet been moved and stored as previously requested. Supt. Naugle to take care of first thing in the morning.

Dekalb County Hazards Mitigation Plan – DeKalb County provided Executive Summary of plan to all DeKalb County towns/villages/cities that participated in year-long planning committees. Mayor requested either whole board participation or subcommittee of board to continue work on village level. Trustee Bellah and Trustee Newberry volunteered to form subcommittee and work with Public Works, Fire Department, and Police Department on project.

              2.  Village Auditor Consideration – Board reviewed proposal submitted by auditor firm of Millikin, Benning, Kleckler & Kobischka of Rockford. Tabled until next meeting after Clerk D’Amato can verify that price quoted includes TIF audit also. 

              3.  Returned Payment Check Fee – Clerk D’Amato to follow up with attorney Puma to draft ordinance to include returned payment check fee of $30.00

              4.  Office Cleaning Personnel – Board to forward names of prospective candidates to Clerk D’Amato.

              5.  Trustee Bellah inquired about disaster plan/protocol for Hiawatha schools. Board to follow up at school tour on February 26, 2008.

              6.   Trustee Miller submitted letter of resignation from board contingent upon  board’s approval of his employment in the Public Works department.          

  7.   Supt. Naugle submitted letter received from plumbing inspector with ICCI sent to resident at 308 North street regarding flooding issue. President Becker to draft follow up letter to resident.
