I. Call to Order.  President Becker called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.

II. Roll Call.   Members answering present as follows: Bellah, Wade, Newberry, Parker, and Stiegman. Ford arrived at 7:03pm. The pledge of allegiance was then said.

           1.  ICCI –  See reports dated January & February 2009. President Becker asked for any questions for ICCI. None raised.

Scheduled Speakers

   1. AFLAC – Lynette Stevens 

       Ms. Stevens passed out documentation for additional health benefits i.e., disability and accident. Motion by Bellah and seconded by Stiegman to give the employees the option to purchase AFLAC insurance through payroll deductions. On a roll call vote all present voted yes. Ms. Stevens to meet with all interested employees who wish to enroll in program.

Unfinished Business

               1. Steel Door Expenditure for Clerk’s Office – Clerk presented estimate received from Mark Boehmer to install steel door in clerk’s office to be in compliance with Red Flag Rules of identity protection. Expense is TIF eligible. Motion by Parker and seconded by Stiegman to purchase & install steel door per estimate received. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

               2. Purchase of Water Sampler – After discussion, motion by Newberry and seconded by Parker to purchase water sampler not to exceed $1200.00. On a roll call vote all present voted yes. Streets & Water department to install.

               3. Sidewalk Replacement – There are still 4 areas adjacent to park within TIF district that need to be replaced. Trying to continue last year’s program, as bid prices are the same as last year. Estimated cost approximately $19,000. Motion by Bellah to advertise for bids for sidewalk repair/replacement. Not receiving a second, motion was rescinded by Bellah.


Motion by Wade and seconded by Parker to approve sidewalk repairs within TIF district with TIF funds, not to exceed $19,500. On a roll call vote, all present voted yes. Supt. Naugle to obtain additional quotes and bring to next board meeting.

                4. Trustee Newberry inquired about status of contact information from Holcomb Bank. Neither clerk nor Trustee Parker has heard anything back from Holcomb Bank.

               5. Trustee Bellah inquired about crosswalks on Route 72, especially by Fifth street crossing in order to slow down traffic moving through town. IDOT approval is needed to change speed limits. President Becker to talk to Baxter & Woodman on how to proceed with process.

               6. Trustee Bellah addressed concern to board about trailer parking on village streets being a safety issue. Trustee Bellah will talk to resident who owns trailer to explore alternate parking options.

                7. Trustee Newberry asked Chief Smith about status of Auxiliary Program. Currently exploring option of working in conjunction with Kingston. Insurance concerns with auxiliary personnel traveling with Police department, discussion about signed waiver being required followed.

Resolutions, Ordinances, and Miscellaneous Business

  1. 6th Street Water System Improvements/Amendment #1 – After explanation by President Becker and no questions, motion by Bellah and seconded by Stiegman to allow President Becker to sign Engineering Services Agreement Amendment #1. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

IX.      New Business

             1. 
Rock Filter Pipe Purchase – After discussion on subject, motion by Parker and seconded by Newberry to purchase Rock Filter Pipe, not to exceed $2500. On a roll call vote all present voted yes. Rock Filter Pipe to be installed inhouse.

              2.  2010 Census – Clerk D’Amato shared information received from Pat Haden of census office about upcoming census in 2010. Ms. Haden suggested forming Complete Count Committee comprised of different agencies involved within village to ensure census communication. Various employment opportunities also available within area. Information to be posted on message board located outside clerk’s office.              

  3.  Trustee Bellah commented he would like to personally thank the “moron” that’s going door to door telling everybody how bad the village of Kirkland is screwing them on their property taxes. Trustee Bellah went on to explain that Kirkland only receives approximately 6% of the total of their tax bill. 

  4.  Trustee Ford shared comments she received from resident Judy Nelson, that she is enjoying her new recycle bin.

  5.  Trustee Newberry concerned about special events within village that would require extra police involvement. Believes a business should reimburse police department for extra officers involved and be notified in advance of special events. Chief Smith to look into Block Party form.

  6.  Clerk D’Amato received check from Lions Club in the amount of $600, which covers the police expenses from the 2008 4th of July celebration. Clerk gave Trustee Ford blank copy of Special Police Activity form in anticipation of 2009 activities.

  7.   President Becker attended DeKalb Advancement of Technology Authority seminar in DeKalb on March 16th, which is partnering with NIU to creating Fiber Technology Triangle. Group is seeking stimulus monies to advance this agenda. Proposal is looking for letter of support from Kirkland. Cost to link into this project is approximately $5500/year vs. $70,000/mile to lay fiber optic cable. President Becker has all information & encouraged all board members to review. President Becker suggested sending letter of support from Kirkland. Letter does not commit village to funding. 

  8.  Supt Naugle informed the board that when gutters on village hall were repaired, roof repairs became apparent. Received 3 proposals ranging in price from $7385, $11,900, and $15,500 for total repair. Supt. Naugle suggested forwarding all names of roofers if they wish to quote repairs. Tabled until next board meeting.

               1.  Joann Behnke – Received info re: solar lights for park, and looking into aerator for pond. Supt. Naugle to assist with grant submission for solar lights. Thanked boys for all their help with cleaning up the park after recent flooding.

               2. Jean Klock – Inquired about Subdivision Ordinance being available online. President Becker indicated it was incorporated by reference. Wanted to know if audit was completed yet, and that a couple of outlets in conference room were not working.
