Pam Blickem Contract Renewal – Pam indicated that her duties also includes the Community Development Assistance Program (Revolving Loan Fund) reports. Board decided to hold contract negotiation in Executive Session.

             2.   Liquor License Application Fee – President Becker suggested imposing a village fee to cover background check conducted by Police department for new liquor license applicants. Motion by Boettger and seconded by Stiegman to amend Village Code 3-2-A-3 to include $150.00 application fee. On a roll call vote all present voted yes. Clerk D’Amato to contact village attorney to draft ordinance.

             3.    RPC Member – President Becker’s term in Regional Planning Commission about to expire. Trustee Bellah volunteered to assist as alternate.      

 4.   Peddler’s License – Board is interested in amending village code Chapter 4, 3-4-2B Solicitors and Peddlers to include background check and product registration and to amend section 3-4-3C to increase current fee of $25.00. Clerk D’Amato to research current policy with neighboring communities and report back to board.

5.    Trustee Newberry requested amendment to current ordinance/village code 

6-4-2 B&C to address vehicles parked on unapproved surfaces. Tabled until next board meeting to discuss with village attorney.

6.    NIMS (National Incident Management System) – Trustee Newberry indicated that NIMS class is required to have been completed by all current village trustees in order for village to receive federal funding. Supt. Naugle to obtain website address for online class completion.

7.    Grants – Trustee Newberry to pursue availability of US Agricultural grants for small towns with less than 5000 residents.

8.    Trustee Newberry to contact carriers for Genoa Journal regarding papers being thrown in streets and within waterways creating hazards.

9.    Trustee Stiegman inquired about buckled sidewalk in front of Splendora Salon. Supt. Naugle to review and report back.

10.  Trustee Boettger inquired about timeline for gravel to be added to alleys. Supt. Naugle indicated that it will be completed when it dries out so that gravel will not be ground down and washed away.

11.  Trustee Boettger requested police presence at all board meetings. Board in agreement. President Becker to address with Chief Smith.

12.  Supt. Naugle handed out copy of water department direct mailing to be sent to all residents of Village of Kirkland addressing monitoring requirements not met as well as a Q&A. Any questions can be directed to Water Department.


Supt. Naugle found a low interest loan for 1-2% available for water main repairs.


Supt. Naugle inquired about interest in partnering with neighboring village for mosquito abatement using village truck and personnel to offset other village’s costs. Board not in favor of proposal at this time.

13.  Trustee Stiegman inquired about availability of having A&B action items from recent school tour on village’s website. Clerk D’Amato suggested having items on school’s own website as there is a link on the village website to the school.

14.  Clerk D’Amato shared information received regarding Local Government Information and Training Workshop to be held at Kishwaukee College on March 29th.  No current board member interested in attending at this time.
