Unfinished Business

1.   Sidewalk Replacement – Supt. Naugle received 2 additional quotes and more information. Will report back to board at next meeting. Tabled until next general board meeting.

2.   Village Hall Roof Replacement – Supt. Naugle received 4 different quotes ranging from $7050 - $7870 for partial roof replacement, to $11,900 - $15,500 for total roof replacement. Tabled until after budget meeting.

3.   Resolution 09-03/Accounts Payable Procedures – Attorney Puma reviewed Village code to verify that 2 signatures are required on checks. Trustee Parker wants Exhibit A to include 2 signatures required on accounts payable procedure. Motion by Bellah and seconded by Newberry to accept as written. On a roll call vote Bellah, Newberry, and Wade voted yes, with Ford, Parker, and Stiegman voting No. President Becker voted yes to accept as written. Motion carried.

4.   Ordinance 09-01/Pearl Street Weight Limit (1st Reading) – Pearl street bridge is considered Township bridge. Trustee Newberry to contact Township Commissioner to verify any ordinances that might be applicable to the bridge. Tabled to next board meeting.

5.   Mediacom Internet Installation – Trustee Newberry inquired about the installation of Mediacom service at the Public Works building. Clerk D’Amato is working with rep from Mediacom to get that taken care of.

6.   Audit – Trustee Stiegman inquired about status of audit. President Becker indicated that 1 item was still outstanding. TIF has now been separated out from General fund accounting.

7.   Trustee Parker inquired about ordinance regarding building numbers on buildings within village limits. Felt ordinance needs to be enforced. President Becker indicated that a notice can be posted at Post Office to inform and educate residents.

1.    Ordinance 09-02/Waste Collection & Disposal Rates – Motion by Bellah and seconded by Stiegman to accept. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.


Attorney Puma to verify if amount for garbage disposal in next year’s levy can be removed and used for other purposes.

2.    Special Event – Trustee Newberry requested board to look into policy and procedures when requests by local businesses that might require police assistance. Newberry wants those businesses to notify police department prior to event so that police department has adequate time in order to ensure police coverage. Trustee Bellah wanted Special Event defined. Tabled until next meeting.
