Unfinished Business

1.   TIF Sidewalks – Need to reserve funds for Safe Routes to School project when looking at budget. Contractor with low bid contacted Supt. Naugle regarding status of sidewalk bid. Naugle to verify contractor will still honor bid price as it is 6 months old.

2.   Establishing Non-Home Rule Adjudication – After board reviewed proposal submitted by Attorney Puma, President Becker to speak with Mayor of Genoa as possible partner to also include noise violations to adjudication process.

3.   Amending Liquor License Application – Motion by Boettger and seconded by Newberry to approve Ordinance 08-04/Amending Section 3-2A-3 of the Village Code. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

4.   Amending Abandoned Vehicle Code – Motion by Boettger and seconded by Stiegman to approve Ordinance 08-05/Amending Sections 6-4-2 (B) and (C) of the Village Code. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

5.   President Becker confirmed date of Special Meeting called on April 29th for presentation by Molly O’Toole on Mitigation.

6.   Peddler’s Ordinance – Trustee Bellah recommended amending ordinance to include health license. Ordinance committee to schedule meeting to discuss.

7.   Junk yards on private property to be discussed in next ordinance committee meeting.

8.  Storage containers on private property requires ordinance with a specific time limit and then zoning has to issue special use permit.

2.    Delinquent Water Accounts – Tabled to Executive Session

3.   Disposition of Unused Equipment – Attorney Puma to draft Ordinance to address disposition stating this equipment is no longer needed and bids are needed to accept. Board has option of scrapping to junk yard, barter in kind, but board approval is needed.

5.   Supt. Naugle clarified that Feasibility Study is first step in planning for treatment plant, which can also include Sewer/Water rate study.
