              1.   Christine Demory/Hiawatha CUSD Supt. – Supt. Demory first thanked Mayor Bellah for his assistance during recent home fire. Submitted report & request for TIF funds to replace High School lockers in amount of approximately $47,307. Currently obtaining bids to adapt parking lot & to establish Geo-thermal wells. Asked for board’s assistance in those projects as well. Will have more information in about 6 weeks to present to board.
