4.   Kirkland Tap Beer Garden – Bob Arwood requested change to amendment to allow beer garden within village limits. Attorney & ICCI to review current code for special use and possible zoning changes. Public hearing to be held on June 2nd prior to general board meeting. Bob Arwood to present details of beer garden at next board meeting of May 19th.

5.    Kirkland Lions Liquor License-July 4th Beer Tent – President Becker presented letter of approval to Lions Club member Greg Gissler outlining hours of operation for festival. Attorney Grojean confirmed that smoking is not allowed under any tent but is allowed 15 feet away from tent and through the park.

6.    Franklin Township Park Sidewalks – Replacement of sidewalks required removal of bushes in park at a replacement cost of approximately $1300.00 Supt Naugle suggested offsetting cost of bushes by scrapping old street sweeper. Com Ed guidewires would also have to be relocated at a cost of approximately $900 - $1000 which is also TIF eligible. Supt Naugle also suggested connecting sidewalk in line on Third street and South St.

7.    TIF Request – Warning Sirens – Received grant from Dekalb County Foundation in the amount of $7,880.00. TIF eligible funds in the amount of $12,359.00 is available to cover remaining cost. President Becker thanked Trustee Newberry on his hard work in obtaining this grant.

8.    AT Cyber Water Tower Rental – Finance committee requested attorney to review rental contract due to non-payment of monthly rental payments. Attorney to review contact and follow up with board. Tabled until next general board meeting of May 19, 2008.
