I. Call to Order.  President Becker called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and asked for a roll call.

Unfinished Business.
1.   Franklin Park Township TIF Request – Motion by Behnke and seconded by Bellah to approve TIF request for $32,380.80. On a roll call vote Miller, Newberry, Stiegman, Behnke, Bellah voted Yes, with Boettger voting No. Motion passed 5-1. Park to contribute $4000 towards roof, and $6000 towards fence for a total contribution of $10,000. Pam Blickem to draft agreement and forward to attorney’s office.

2.   Village Hall Hours – Ordinance 07-05 was presented. Motion by Bellah and seconded by Newberry to accept. On a roll call vote Newberry, Stiegman, Behnke, Bellah, and Miller voted Yes. Boettger voted No. Motion carried 5-1.

3.   Bellah requested definition of loitering from village attorney. Stephanie requested board review how village ordinance is worded if change is needed.

4.   Behnke indicated that vending machine will be installed at park this weekend.

5.   Miller requested clarification from attorney on issuance of liquor license to Township park properties.

1.    Prevailing Wage Ordinance – Ordinance 07-06 was presented. Motion by Boettger and seconded by Stiegman to accept. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

2.    Gasoline Credit Cards – After discussion, it was decided to keep current credit card program in place.

3.    AT Cyber Phone Bid – Bellah presented bid from AT Cyber for phone service at Village Hall, Police department, and Public Works department to replace current Verizon service. Stiegman to also look into other phone company options. It was decided to table vote until next board meeting.

4.    Newberry requested clarification on why Village is required to draft ordinances on park areas that village does not govern.

5.    President Becker met with Com Ed and received Annual report and 2007 Load Shed Plan. Reports are available in Mike’s office.

1.   Laura James wanted to know if there is a Neighborhood Watch program in her area of Cottonwood street. Chief Smith confirmed there was, and will be meeting offline with resident to discuss.
