OFFICIAL MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  President Becker called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m. and asked for a roll call.

II. Roll Call & Pledge of Allegiance.  Members answering present as follows: Behnke, Bellah, Newberry, Stiegman, and Wade. Parker was absent.  The pledge of allegiance was then said.

III. Approval of Minutes.  Minutes of June 16, 2008 regular meeting were presented.  Motion by Newberry and seconded by Behnke to approve minutes.  On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

IV. Approval to Pay Bills.  The following bills  were presented for

payment.  Motion by Bellah and seconded by Behnke to authorize list of bills.  On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

V. Financial Report.  The following motion was presented.  Motion by Stiegman and seconded by Newberry to accept motion.  On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

Reports.

1. Police.   See report dated June 2008. President Becker commended department on their work during 4th of July festivities, and was joined by Trustees Bellah and Newberry. Chief Smith indicated cameras are now being utilized on all stops.

2.  Public Works.  See report dated June 2008. Supt. Naugle requested to attend training class being held in October, 2008, approximate cost to be $695.00 plus hotel and meals. Attempting to obtain scholarship from IL Public Service Institute to cover class cost. Registration due September 18th. Trustee Bellah applauded department for going above and beyond in clearing downed trees and streets during recent storms.

3.  Zoning.  No Report. 

4. Pioneer Park - No Report. Rick Butts is assigned helper to trim trees, pick up & clean up park. Gravel and rail road ties to be installed shortly. Officer Miller to carve tree lost in storm. Trustee Newberry inquired about using ordinance fines to pay for park expenditures. Attorney Puma to follow up. 

5.  Economic Development – No Report from Committee. Development meeting scheduled for July 10th.

6.  TIF and Revolving Loan - No Report. Future Revolving Loan & TIF reports require 4 additional reports to State, due by end of July. President Becker called for any questions for Pam. Trustee Bellah inquired about Boone County involvement with village. Approximate cost would be $5000 dues. Pam indicated that Spur rail lines are in demand again.

7.    Committee Reports.
Police Committee – See minutes dated June 17, 2008.


Ordinance Committee  - See minutes dated June 17, 2008. Trustee Stiegman inquired about parking over sidewalks. Chief Smith recommended additional ordinance to enforce. President Becker requested discussion on attorney involvement vs. village enforcement of village ordinances. Fines to be set to cover cost of background checks and fingerprint checks for peddler’s licenses. Attorney Grojean to fax applications from other villages to clerk. Village code to be reviewed for amendment to section 4-1-2F, grass nuisance.


Finance Committee – See minutes dated June 25, 2008. Next meeting scheduled for July 30, 2008 at 5:30pm.  


Water & Sewer Committee – See minutes dated June 23, 2008. Attorney to look into actionable item if water can be shut off for non-payment of late fees. Trustee Bellah rescinded next meeting notification on minutes.


Streets & Alleys Committee – See minutes dated June 23, 2008. Trustee Wade requested information on crosswalks in town. Clyde from Baxter & Woodman to follow up & report back.


Public Health – See minutes dated June 23, 2008. ComEd has put temporary halt on construction of new warning siren due to private electric on current electric pole. Trustee Newberry suggested testing twice a month.
