              3.  Village Hall Roof – Supt. Naugle indicated roof to be repaired this week or next.

              4.  Industrial Park Mowing – Supt. Naugle spoke to representative from Resource Bank regarding upkeep on property. Colonial Estates subdivision is completed, Industrial Park is not. Board approved village mowing of property and billing property owner. 

              5.  Gravel at Tot Park – When shelter house is completed gravel will be used to make path.

              6.  Hickory Ridge Ditches – Supt. Naugle to meet with Bob Rood to share larvacide for mosquito control regarding excess water in ditches.

              7.  Kirkland Tap Street Closure Request – Kirkland Tap requested street closure from 5th Street to alley on September 5th. Board consensus to close street, and Public Works to stage closed street.

              8.  Kirkland Supermarket Liquor License – Store has carryout license for beer and requesting license for carryout liquor license. Village would need to amend liquor license ordinance to accommodate. Attorney Puma to draft ordinance to include additional carryout liquor license for store.
