1.   Planning & Zoning Commission Follow Up – Attorney Puma answered the attached questions from board members. Planning Commission hearing scheduled for August 20, 2009 at 7:30pm. Ordinance approval and member nomination to follow at next regularly scheduled board meeting.

2.   Award of 6th Street Water Improvements– James Sparber of Baxter & Woodman presented bid information received at bid opening of 7/29/09. Stark & Son was lowest bidder at $420,941.90. Motion by Parker and seconded by Newberry to award contract to Stark & Son in the amount of $420,941.90. On a roll call vote all present voted yes. 

3.   Hearing Officer – Attorney Puma clarified non-home rule can assign hearing officers, but must be practicing attorney (given judicial authority). Bill Dettmer of ICCI left info for mayor. Attorney Puma to obtain previous memo written to board. 

4.   Water Tower Antennas – Clerk verified that all internet connections for village service are serviced by Mediacom. AT Cyber is not in compliance with contract regarding monthly payments to village for lease of water tower. After much discussion, board agreed on August 17, 2009 as deadline to disconnect power to AT Cyber antennas. Attorney Puma to send letter to AT Cyber notifying them of deadline date.

5.   Bull Run Creek – Attorney Puma shared updates on recent developments. Discussion followed regarding Special Taxing Ordinance, developers cost, and Special Service Area. Decision pending response from developer’s attorney. Tabled until board meeting of September 7, 2009.

6.   Employee Health Insurance – Mayor Bellah requested all board members review current health insurance vs. plans received from Linden Group & American National and be prepared to discuss at next board meeting. Tabled until next general board meeting.

7.   NIMS Certification  - Trustee Newberry requested update on current NIMS Certification. Mayor Bellah to follow up with Chief Smith and Officer Johnson and report back.

5.   Ordinance for Garbage Can Placement – First Reading – Attorney summarized ordinance for board. Tabled until next board meeting.

6.   Ordinance for Parking on Unimproved Space – First Reading – Attorney Puma summarized ordinance for board. Tabled until next board meeting.

7.   Trustee Parker expressed concern for low hanging branches obstructing view of traffic at 6th Street and Hortense. Supt. Naugle to follow up.
