I. Call to Order.  President Bellah called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and asked for a roll call.

1.   AT Cyber Contract Renewal – Moved to Executive Session

2.   Ordinance 09-11/Garbage Can Placement – Amended Title V, Chapter 50.04. Motion by Marshall and seconded by Newberry to approve as amended. On a roll call vote Marshall, McMurray, and Newberry voted Yes, with Sterling and Ford voting No, Parker absent. Mayor Bellah voted yes to break tie. Motion carried.

3.   Village Hall Roof – Supt. Naugle indicated that work should start in a week to week and a half.

4.   Employee Health Insurance – Clerk D’Amato reported that employees had met with representative from Linden Health Group and are scheduled to meet with representative from American National Insurance agency shortly.

New Business.  

1.    Resolution 09-09/NIMS Compliance  – Motion by Ford and seconded by McMurray to approve. On a roll call vote all present voted Yes. Motion carried.

2.    Fire Department Water Main Engineering – Jim Sparber from Baxter & Woodman presented engineering proposal to extend water main from the existing water main located on the north side of Route 72 east of Hickory Lane. Approximate cost of project $60,000 to be paid by Fire District.. Attorney Puma explained village’s position based on Public Construction Act. Mayor Bellah to revisit with Fire District.

3.    Disposition of Equipment – Supt Naugle requested amendment to Ordinance 09-08/Disposition of Equipment as Steam Power Club requested donation of equipment. Motion by Ford and seconded by Newberry to amend to omit verbiage “as sold” and replace with “donated”. On a roll call vote all present voted yes. Motion carried.

4.    Tree Stumps – Supt Naugle to address after grinding of streets is completed. Would require rental of stump grinder.

5.   Trustee Sterling thanked the mayor and all involved in resolution of home at 800 Willow.

6.   Tree Planting on Parkways – Trustee Newberry requested information on who’s responsibility it is to maintain those trees. Requested Public Works address after roads projects are completed.

7.   Hiawatha TIF Request – Trustee Ford inquired as to status of TIF request presented to board previously by school district. Clerk D’Amato to speak to Pam Blickem and report back to board. (Addendum – Clerk spoke to Ms. Blickem and she has not received any additional documentation from school regarding request)

8.    Street Tree Program – Trustee Ford would like board to revisit this possible project with shared cost provision.

9.   Pearl Street Bridge – Mayor Bellah met with Franklin Township Road Commissioner Jim Patterson to discuss maintenance of bridge. Street Supervisor Miller confirmed posted road limit on Pearl Street was changed to 10 ton limit which would include bridge by default. Sup. Miller to follow up with Mr. Patterson.

10.  Memorial Bench – Mayor Bellah was contacted by Mrs. Joan Sanderson regarding a memorial bench to be purchased from funds collected by her late husband’s memorial and be placed in front of restaurant on Main Street. Board consensus was unanimous to approve the placement of bench.

1. Jean Klock – Village Board focuses too much on negative regarding yard upkeep and suggested they focus on the positive instead.

2. Harry Newberry – Questioned park activity in other towns compared to Kirkland parks. Wants Franklin Park promoted, requested Park Board rep Donna Bunton address Township Board with those concerns.
