Unfinished Business.
1.   Siren Protocol & Range – Concerns over range regarding parts of Country Meadows and Hickory Ridge subdivisions. Chief Smith to follow up with communications company's recommendations of either adding additional sirens or upgrading current siren.

2.   Ordinance 07-12/Subdivision Ordinance – Project Coordinator Responsibilities – It was decided that ICCI would head up coordination of all new projects.

3.   Ordinance 07-13/Adoption of International Building Codes – Motion by Stiegman and seconded by Newberry to adopt amended Ordinance 07-13. On a roll call vote Bellah, Miller, Newberry, Stiegman, Behnke, and Boettger all voted yes. Motion carried. Scott Puma’s office did review ordinance as well and did not have any issues or concerns.

4.   North Street sewer issue follow up – Supt. Naugle met with Baxter & Woodman and homeowners to ascertain issues. Only involves 2 homes on North Street. Naugle to meet with ICCI to discuss installation of ejector pump as possible solution.

5.   Appointment of Village Clerk – After review of ordinance and state statutes by village attorney Scott Puma, motion by Bellah and seconded by Behnke to appoint Deputy Clerk D’Amato as Village Clerk. On a roll call vote Miller, Newberry, Behnke, and Bellah voted yes, with Stiegman and Boettger voting No. Motion carried.

6.   Tot Park & Soccer Field – Trustee Behnke starting on plans for park and will be distributing donation buckets shortly.

7.   Codifying of Village Code Book – Trustee Bellah is working with village clerk and American Publishing to obtain cost for codifying. 

8.   Handicap Parking at Lutheran Church – Trustee Miller requested clarification on which party is responsible for to cover cost of handicap parking changes. Stephanie Posey of Ancel, Glink to verify that church would be responsible party since property in question is not public property. Clyde Wakefield of Baxter & Woodman also suggested ordinance to enforce parking once enacted.

9.   Sidewalk and Water Tower Bids – Nothing to report.

10.  Closed Road Barricades – Trustee Newberry expressed concern over drivers ignoring closed road barricades during recent flooding. Suggested drafting or updating ordinances to enforce and ticket offenders.

11.  Joint Village Prosecution – Trustee Boettger requested follow up regarding suggestion that Kirkland partner with local towns to prosecute unpaid ordinance tickets. President Becker is in contact with one local village president and is waiting for response for others.

4.    Recognition of Wanda Bernhardy – President Becker presented plaque of appreciation to Wanda Bernhardy for her 33 years of service as the Village Treasurer.
