I. Call to Order.  President Bellah called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and asked for a roll call.

Board consensus was to have AT Cyber representatives meet with Finance committee at next meeting on December 30th at 5:30 to discuss their concerns. 

4.   Water Department Position Title – Motion by Parker and seconded by Ford to create new position within water department by the title of Water Billing Administrator. On a roll call vote all present voted yes.

5.   Buffalo Boxes – Attorney Puma received letter from landlord’s attorney regarding current situation. Puma to send response letter to property owner’s attorney.

6.   Bull Run – Attorney Puma has been in contact with attorneys representing owner and financial holding institution. Still working with Baxter & Woodman, and Mayor to try and resolve.
