With board approval, Pam to work with village attorney and engineers for Rood Construction to decide on reasonable calculation for recapture fees. Clyde reiterated that benefited area should have been defined in recapture agreement, and not just benefiting the Fire Protection District. Baxter & Woodman to submit work order to board for approval.

Clerk D’Amato reminded the mayor and board about Senate Bills SB2083 and SB3077, which propose to allow the Governor to withhold up to 8% of the Local Government Distributive Fund tax monies as part of the Emergency Budget Act of Fiscal year 2009, and encouraged all of them to contact their representatives and voice their opposition.

  5.  Clerk D’Amato verified Mediacom installation at village hall with installation at the Public Works department to be scheduled. Verizon service is now online at both village hall and at Public Works buildings.

  6.  Clyde Wakefield of Baxter & Woodman announced his retirement, with Guy Kolberg from Baxter & Woodman to take over for Clyde. The mayor and all trustees thanked Clyde for his dedication to the Village of Kirkland and wished him well in his upcoming retirement. Clyde thanked everyone for a wonderful working environment.
