I. Call to Order.  President Becker called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and asked for a roll call.

VI. New Business.

The planning commission is in support of updating the ordinance.  The consensus of the trustees is to get the subdivision ordinance updated.
3. Kennedy Homes is asking for the Maintenance Bond Phase 3 to be returned.  Naugle’s opinion is that it could be returned.

4. McNeal said that there is a no smoking ordinance for the village property, but the smokers keep throwing there butts out back.  Department heads will talk to their people.

5. President Becker brought up the Pearl Street Railroad crossing.  Baxter & Woodman talked to the railroad and said that the railroad is willing to do the work if the village will pay for the materials.  Cost should not exceed $25,000.  The consensus of the trustees was to go ahead with the work.

1.  Donna Bunton wanted to know why the Planning Commission had a meeting on a holiday.  The Planning Commission met on January 16, 2006 to review the application of the concept plan from Rick Hoffman.
